The format and outcomes of the consultation with the above parties will be detailed in a separate 
‘Consultation and Engagement Activities’ report, which will be submitted to the advising and decision 
making agencies for their information and made available on the Magellan website. 

6.2 COMMUNITY REFERENCE GROUP 

Under Condition 11-1 of Statement 783 (see Section 7.1 below), Magellan is required to ensure that 
the findings of the inspections, auditing and monitoring are reported, in the first instance, to an 
appropriate reference group with relevant community representation, as determined by the Minister for 
Environment, and make publically available immediately thereafter. Until and unless otherwise 
determined by the Minister, the reference group is the Fremantle Ports Inner Harbour Community 
Liaison Group, established by the Fremantle Port Authority.  Magellan will formally report the 
findings of the HHE Monitoring Program to the reference group at least once every calendar year. 
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7. REPORTING AND REVISION 

7.1 PUBLIC REPORTING 

Magellan will publicly report on the outcomes of all relevant auditing and monitoring as required 
under Condition 11 of Statement 783.  This Condition states: 

11-1 The proponent is to ensure that an auditor engaged under Condition 10 reports the findings of 
the inspections, auditing and monitoring, in the first instance, to an appropriate reference 
group with relevant community representation, as determined by the Minister for Environment, 
and make publically available immediately thereafter. Until otherwise determined by the 
Minister, the reference group shall be the Fremantle Ports Inner Harbour Community Liaison 
Group, established by the Fremantle Port Authority (see Note 4). 

11-2 The proponent shall report the findings of the Health, Hygiene and Environmental Monitoring 
Program to the reference group referred to in Condition 11-1 at least once every calendar year. 

To comply with Condition 11, and additionally to keep key stakeholders and the general public 
informed regarding implementation of the Magellan Lead Project, public reporting will be carried out 
as follows: 

1. Monitoring results, including baseline sampling (airborne particulates, dust deposition, soil and 
marine sediments), will continue to be included in the Magellan Annual Environmental Report 
(AER) submitted to DEC, DoIR, DMP and Department of Water (DoW) in accordance with the 
site licence conditions.  The report will be submitted before 31st March each year and covers the 
previous 12 month period from 1st January to 31st December.  The AER will be publicly available 
upon request from either Magellan or the aforementioned government agencies. 

2. Quarterly reporting of high-volume monitoring results from Fremantle Ports to the DEC, 
including relevant meteorological information. 

3. Reporting undertaken by the Independent Inspector will be made publicly available to the 
community reference group and timing of the reports issued by the Inspector are detailed in the 
accompanying document; Implementation of Condition 10 of EPA Assessment No. 1773. 

4. Monitoring results, inspection reports and other relevant information, including those mentioned 
above will be posted within seven business days of the abovementioned reports being made 
available to Magellan, and retained on the website for the life of the project. If the 
abovementioned reports are no longer available on the Magellan website, Magellan will make the 
report available on request. 

7.2 REVISION  

The HHE Monitoring Program will be reviewed regularly as part of Magellan’s ongoing performance 
review processes.  Any revisions to this HHE Monitoring Program will be submitted to the Minister 
for the Environment for approval prior to implementation, and will be based on a process of continual 
improvement and ongoing consultation with the: 

• Department of Environment and Conservation; 

• Department of Health; 
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• Department of Mines and Petroleum. 

The revision process will incorporate recommended outcomes of the performance review process 
required by Condition 13 of Statement 783.

Approach 

This monitoring program has been designed to  identify  lead  levels above baseline so that appropriate 
contingency actions can be undertaken. Should monitoring identify lead levels above the baseline level 
at a  site,  isotopic  testing will be undertaken  to determine whether  the  lead has originated  from  the 
Magellan mine. If it is found that the lead is not that originating from the Magellan mine, this lead level 
will then become the baseline for that particular site of the monitoring program. 

Baseline  

A baseline  lead  level has been assigned to each of the monitoring sites along the transport route from 
the Magellan mine site through to the Port of Fremantle and also within the Port of Fremantle. These 
have been provided in the tables below. 

The  baseline  value was  determined  by  adopting  the  highest  value  at  each  site  as  natural  variability 
needed to be considered. It should be noted that the baseline values may change as additional sampling 
prior  to  the  commencement  of  transport  and  also  from  the monitoring  during  transportation may 
identify higher levels at a site. This is a consequence of the sampling, and should not be interpreted as 
there being further contamination by lead. Subsequently these levels would then be the baseline values 
for  that  site. Should  the values  change,  this appendix will be updated and provided on  the Magellan 
website at www.magellanmetals.com.au.
